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SOME SUMMER BIBLE READING

The (relatively) new lectionary, or list of
readings, that we use on Sundays is called the
Revised Common Lectionary. The last
General Convention of our Church in 2006
made it the official list of readings (replacing
the one printed in the bl of the Prayer

Books). This is the same list of lessons used in

a lot of different norRoman Catholic
churches [like the Lutherans, the Methodists,
the Presbyterians, the United Church of
Christ, the American Baptists, and so on].

One of the improvemesthis lectionary
contains is that during the Season after
Pentecost (the season we're in now, lasting
until about Thanksgiving), the Old Testament
lessons follow along one after another, and
tell a story. This year, the story is about King
David (and someabout his son, King
Solomon). The readings are taken from the
two books of Samuel (from now on, mostly
the second), and the First Book of Kings.
Later on, in the fall, our readings come from
writings attributed to King Solomon: the Song
of Songs (or the &g of Solomon), and the
Book of Proverbs. In the late fall, we finish up
by spending a few weeks each with the stories
of Queen Esther, and of Ruth, King David's
grandmother.

Many of the interesting parts of these stories
had not been read on Sundaysobef but
even with the improvements our new list of

readings makes, there's a lot of important (and
interesting!) stuff left out.

A good summer reading program (and not too
huge, either) would be to read those books of
the Bible from which our @ Testament
lessons are taken. Then you can get a sense of
how all the parts we hear on Sundays fit into
the bigger whole.

[Note to parents: Some of the events
portrayed in this part of the Bible are not
suitable for younger folk; these events
wouldn't m&e it into a Grated or even a PG
rated movie without a lot of editing. Parental
discretion is advised. Don't read anything
you're not willing to answer questions about.]

So take out your Bible (dust it off if needed),
and spend some time going through |l
Samuel, | Kings, Song of Solomon [a
passionate love song right there in the Bible!],
and Proverbs. If you feel inspired after that,
you can run through the Gospel according to
Mark, which is the Gospel we're reading from
this year.

Summer is a time for ehange of pace.
Reading some of the more exciting stories of
the Bible, as we read excerpts from them
Sunday by Sunday may be just the change of
pace for you!

John Morton

John Morton is one of the Founding
Fatherof the United States of America;

a signer otheDeclaration of

Independencea
delegate from
Pennsylvania and a
devout Epscopalian.

He wasone of nine
signers from
Pennsylvania, is
better known there
than in the Nation,
but he radered meritorious seice to

both. He cast the desive ballotthat

swung his State over to an affiative

vote for independence in the Continental
Congress

John Morton was an attractive subject for
aduktion. One of nine Pennsylvania
signers of the Declaration, Morton had
replaced retiring William Peters as
representative for Chester County in a
special election of the Pennsylvania
Assanbly on June 28, 1756. Except for
nearly three years as the county sheriff,
Morton remained in the Assembly until it
adjourned on Septembe,21776. He
was the Speaker during the

Assembly'sinal year and a half, a

position he won by unanimous vote.
Morton was also a Chester County
justice, and later an associatetice of

the Pennsylvania Supreme Court. He was
elected to the Continental Ggress in

1774, 1775, and 1776.

Within a year of signing the Declaration,
in the spring of 1777, Morton fell ill and
died on his farm at the age of 51. A few
months earlier, he hadkfueathed his
land and property, including a few slaves,
to his wife andive daughters and three
surviving sons. But he could not will
them security; shortly after his demise
they had to flee from their home in the
face of an imminent British attacke
