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   HOW TO JOIN ST. STEPHENôS 

(OR RENEW YOUR KNOWLEDGE OF WHY 

YOUôRE HERE) 
 

One of the things that is a little more confusing in our tradition 

of Christianity than in some others is how you get to be a 

member of the local Church. In some churches, itôs just like 

joining any organization (like the YMCA) or subscribing to a 

newspaper. You fill out a form, you pay your dues, and thatôs 

it. When you donôt want to be part of the organization or get 

the publication, you stop paying your dues and thatôs it. 
 

This is different for us as Anglicans/Episcopalians. We have a 

different view about what kind of organization the Church is, 

and what being part of it is all about. For us, the Church is the 

Body of Christ, and we are joined to Christ in a way that 

cannot ever be fully severed. So joining is a lot different, and 

leaving has a different meaning, too. 
 

The way someone becomes part of the Church is through 

being baptized. Anyone who is baptized with water in the 

Name of the Trinity is, as we see it, part of the Church. 

Anyone who is baptized this way is baptized a Christian. No 

one is ever baptized into just part of the Church. There has 

never been anyone in the history of the world who has been 

baptized an Episcopalian. 
 

Someone is a member of the Episcopal Church when their 

baptism is recorded in the records of an Episcopal 

congregation. This is usually done at the time of the baptism 

when the baptism is in an Episcopal Church. So getting to be a 

member of the Episcopal Church is relatively simpleðsort of 

like getting your Social Security number. Being a member of 

St. Stephenôs involves getting your name on the list. 
 

It is the expectation of our Church that each member who is 

baptized at a young age will make a ñmature reaffirmation of 

[his/her] baptismal vowsò at an appropriate time in that 

personôs spiritual development [In our Diocese, the guidelines 

say this ñmature reaffirmationò is rarely before the age of 16]. 

This is what we in our Church know as ñConfirmation.ò This 

is a serious event that usually involves some amount of 

preparation and study, so the person knows the depth and 

breadth of the commitment being made. Many roles [e.g., 

holding many offices] in the life of the Church are reserved for 

those who have made this kind of reaffirmation. 
 

What happens is this: The person reaffirms the baptismal vows 

taken (or taken on the personôs behalf by parents and 

godparents) in the presence of a Bishop (representing the 

whole Church); the Bishop lays on his/her hands, and offers a  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 
 

 

 

 

prayer for the strengthening gifts of the Holy Spirit, so that the 

person can fulfill these duties as an adult Christian.  
 

If someone has made such a mature reaffirmation in another 

part of the Church (e.g., Roman Catholic, Lutheran, Baptist, 

etc.), and now wishes to indicate that he or she will be living 

his/her Christian life in this Anglican/Episcopal part of the 

Church, than the Bishop welcomes them with a handshake and 

prayer (with laying-on-of-hands) and they are ñreceivedò into 

this Church. 
 

Sometimes a person has had a period when their spiritual 

activity and/or involvement in the life of the Church went 

through a ñdry spell.ò When a new sense of active spiritual life 

comes, that person can make a solemn reaffirmation of their 

baptismal vows in the presence of the bishop and receive an 

appropriate prayer and laying-on-of hands for this renewal of 

spiritual life. 
 

This fall, I intend to offer a series of gatherings to go over the 

basics of the Christian faith, and to offer a chance for people 

to ask questions about the Christian faith as this Church has 

received it., We then will hear what our Church teaches and/or 

discuss the questions and issues raised. Attending this series of 

gatherings will be a good preparation for presenting yourself 

(or another) for Baptism, Confirmation, Reception or the 

Renewal of your Baptismal Vows. But itôs not limited to those 

folks alone. 
 

For a number of folks in our congregation, the last time a 

chance to go over the basics of the faith, as questions, and talk 

about the answers was, wellé.several years ago, at least. This 

can be a chance to find out what happened to all those answers 

you learned so long ago. Did somebody just ditch them, or did 

the questions change?  
 

If you are interested in taking part in this series of gatherings, 

please let me [Fr. Wand] know, or tell Cindy in the Church 

Office. These will probably take place adjacent to the Sunday 

morning Eucharist, and they will be designed to be fun as well 

as instructive. 
 

I look forward to hearing from you who are interested.

Treasures of Our Heritage  
 

Christopher  Columbu s (1451ï1506) 

Was a Genoese a navigator, colonizer and explorer whose voyages across the Atlantic 

Oceanðfunded by Queen Isabella of Spainðled to general European awareness of 

the American continents in the Western Hemisphere.  Columbus' claim to fame isn't 

that he got there first, but that he stayed.   The idea that he was first to envision a 

rounded earth is also false. The rounded shape of the earth had already been known in ancient times, 

although this came to be largely forgotten in the Middle Ages. By Columbus's time, educated men 

were in agreement as to its spherical shape. More contentious was the size of the earth, and whether 

it was possible to cross such a vast body of water: the longest any ship (European or otherwise) had 

gone without making land was 30 days when Columbus embarked on his first voyage, which lasted 

70 days.  During Amerigo Vespucci's travel journals, 1502-1504, he was convinced that the 

discovered place was not India, as Columbus always believed, but a new continent, and in 1507, a 

year after Columbus's death, a world map was published calling the new continent America, 

from Vespucci's Latinized name "Americus.  Veneration of Columbus in America dates back to 

colonial times, and America itself was sometimes referred to as Columbia.  During the last two 

decades of the 18th century the name "Columbia" was given to the - federal capital, District of 

Columbia; South Carolina's new capital city, Columbia, South Carolina; the Columbia River, and 

numerous other places. Attempts to rename the United States "Columbia" failed, but Columbia 

became a female national personification of America, similar to the male Uncle Sam. 

 
  

German -American D ay  is observed annually in the U.S. on October 6. 

The holiday, which celebrates German heritage, commemorates the date in 1683 

when Franz Daniel Pastorius and 13 German families from Krefeld, Germany 

landed in Philadelphia. They sailed across the Atlantic aboard the ñConcord,ò 

which was considered the ñMayflower of the German Immigration,ò and founded Germantown, 

the first permanent German settlement in America in the original thirteen American colonies and 

is now a part of the city of Philadelphia. He is considered the ñfather of the German immigrationò 

to America, and on the 6
th
 of October a special wreath-laying ceremony takes place in Vernon 

Park, in Germantown, Pennsylvania where the Pastorius Monument is located. 

 

Francis (Franz) Daniel Pastorius was born in Sommerhausen, Germany, in 1651. He studied at the 

University of Altdorf and practiced law in Frankfurt. While a lawyer in Altdorf, he was converted 

to the Quaker religious ideas of William Penn.  In 1683 he arrived in Philadelphia and purchased 

15,000 acres of land from William Penn establishing the settlement of Germantown.  Pastorius 

became Germantown's burgomaster, and in 1687 a member of Pennsylvania's assembly.  He 

taught at his own school and was also a member of the staff at the Quaker School of Philadelphia. 

He wrote several books and pamphlets including Methodical Directions to Attain the True 

Spelling, Reading and Writing of English (1698). He died on January 1, 1720 in Germantown.  

 

German-American Day faded during World War I as a result of the anti-German sentiment at the 

time. The holiday was revived when President Ronald Reagan, in a formal ceremony in the White 

House Rose Garden on October 2, 1987, called on all Americans to celebrate and honor the 300
th
 

anniversary of the German-American immigration and culture to the United States, and to observe 

the day with appropriate ceremonies and activities.

The concrete and driveway repairs which were 

required by the Borough have been completed 

through the outstanding and very generous 

work performed, some of which was donated, 

by parishioner John Traboscia.

Also, I have been in touch with the Borough 

regarding the terrible drainage problem on 

Church Street.  When it rains, the stream flows 

down Church Street causing damage to our 

blacktop and creating holes and divots.  I 

attended a Borough Council meeting on 

Tuesday, August 18, 2009 at which I stated 

these concerns.  I was told by the Borough they 

did not have the funds to make the repairs at 

this time, but would try to do something to help 

us out.

Carl Benner, Property Committee chairman, 

obtained five bids for the repair of the Parish 

House roof before he finally selected the C. J. 

Burdsall Construction Company.  They were 

selected, not only because they were $280 

lower than any other bid, but because they were 

doing all the same work in addition to putting 

new metal flashings and valleys on the roofs 

and painting them. 
 

Additionally, the leaks from the roof caused 

damage to the inside of the Parish House 

Preschool.  J. Benner Co. was hired to replaster 

and repaint the ceilings and walls matching the 

existing paint.  Whatôs more, the water leak 

damaged the mural in the Parish House along 

the upper right-hand side, and an artist from the 

Benner Company is repairing that as well. 
 

The good news is The Sovereign Insurance Co., 

our property insurer, has sent us a check for 

$8,200, and will send us another $2,400 check 

upon receipt of the remaining bills. This is very 

beneficial as we will be using less of our equity 

savings.  Hallelujah!

Ever wonder who painted the mural in the Parish 
House?  Well, Ginny Thompson was a friend of 
the painter and his family, and this is his story. 

 

George F. Breidling lived in Secane with his wife 

Jessie and their three daughtersðJoan, Margaret 

and Barbara.  They attended St. Stephenôs Church 

and the girls went to Sunday school there. 
 

He was born in Philadelphia in1908, went to 

school and worked there also.  He started drawing 

when he was in grade school, and began painting 

when he was at Northeast High School.  As a 

young man he worked as a printer compositor for 

a Philadelphia newspaper and painted in oils and 

watercolors in his free time.  Many years later his 

father-in-law, after seeing some of his work, 

would urge him to pursue his painting in earnest. 
 

 

 

His talent grew over time and many people began 

asking him to paint pictures for their homes, and 

murals for their basement walls, which he did for 

many years.  He even painted murals on the walls 

of his own kitchen and basement, and a colorful 

Oriental-style mural on the walls of his enclosed 

sun porch.  He mostly painted scenery, flowers, 

seascapes and portraits which were all realistic 

and very beautiful.  He also made furniture which 

was both useful and decorative. 
 

He began work on the above Parish House mural, 

depicting the Three Wise Men, in July 1957.  The 

mural, which is 6 x 9 feet, was one of the largest 

he had ever undertaken.  It took him 96 hours to 

complete, working only in the evening after work. 
 

George Breidling had a God-given talent, and a 

life-long devotion to art and painting.  Several of 

his paintings were displayed in the PSFS Bank on 

Baltimore Pike; and in 1988 an exhibition of his 

workðoil and watercolor paintings, as well as 

pen and ink sketchesðwas held at the Kemerer 

Museum in Bethlehem, PA.

The burying ground was created in 1692 and the 

high front wall was completed in 1724.
